no system in most cities and towns to separate such 
items from regular trash, although AUston-Brighton 
will be included in a one-day program this spring 
where household hazardous wastes wiU be rounded 
up. In general, those substances are either thrown 
together with other garbage, or left inside the home. 
Neither is considered a viable alternative. 

"It's one of those things that hits every­
body," said Anthony Artuso, one of the founders of 
the Allston-Brighton Household Hazardous Waste 
Task Force. "We're all affected by it." 

Artuso's group and the Brighton library are 
sponsoring next week's forum, which begins at 7:30 
p.m. at the library on Academy HiU Road. Speakers 
will include Pat Costner of Greenpeace; Bruce

Chemical Company in Allston; Lorraine Downey, 
director of Boston's Environmental Department; and 
James Gutensohn, commissioner of the state's Envi­
ronmental Management Department. 

Among the topics that will be reviewed will 
be Costner looking at household waste as an extension 
of industrial waste, and Houghton speaking on the 
commercial process of disposing of hazardous waste. 
Downey and Gutensohn wiU discuss, respectively, 
city and state policy and long-term planning goals. 

Houghton, whose company is a wholesale 
chemical distributor, said disposing of industrial 
waste is much easier than household products simply 
because it is harder to collect and find an appropriate 
location'-to take domestic items to. 

"Individual waste [disposal] is way behind 
industrial waste.~' said Houghton. "If you have 6,000 
gallons of a pesticide, there are places to send it. Bu( 
if yorrhave 6,000 cans at 6,000 different sites, then it 
becomes a much more complex problem." 

Ultimately, Houghton said the answer may 
require less convenience for people, either by enter­
ing into extensive trash separation programs, or by 
substituting hazardous materials for alternative prod­

ucts, such as vinegar and water to wash windows 
instead of a commercial glass cleaner. 

"Consumers may not like that, but should 
they want to correct the environmental damages of 
these products, these things will have to be done," 
Hol!ghton said. 'We have to face reality." 

Artuso said his group, which formed about a 
year ago, advocates both recycling and the use of 
natural products: The task force lobbied successfully 
to get the city's Environment Department to apply for 
the state gran,t that will fund this spring's one-day 
pilot picku'p of household wastes. 

That pickup, which has not been scheduled 
as of yet, will cover the Back Bay, Beacon Hill and 
Jamaica Plain in addition to Allston-Brighton. Resi­
dcnlS will be told in advance what items are hazardous 
and where they can be taken for the pickup. 

But fust,. tl!e group is gearing up for next 
week's forum. Artuso said the program should benefit 
anyone who has questions about household hazard­
oys wastes and wants to know what should be done 
a6out them. .
